Directions to the event

[The car park is the National Trust car park for Winston Churchill’s family home at Chartwell on the Kent/Surrey border. 

* From the west, take the A25 east from Junction 6 of the M25 for 9 km and pass through Westerham village. At the bottom of the hill on the east side of Westerham, turn right along B2026 south towards Edenbridge. After 2 km, turn left along a minor road to Chartwell (0.4km). There will be O signs and the brown Tourist Chartwell signs from the A25/B2026 junction.

* From the north, from junction 5 of the M25, take A21 south towards Hastings then A25 east signposted Westerham (the second of the two A25 exits). After 5 km turn left onto the B2026 and proceed as above.

* From the east, there is no exit from the M26/M25 onto the A25 near Sevenoaks so take the A25 from M26 Junction 2A at Wrotham Heath and follow it east through Riverhead and beyond until reaching the B2026 as for 2 above.

* From the south, please do not approach on the B2026 via Crockham Hill as the road crosses the event area and is fairly narrow and busy without additional orienteering traffic. Instead take the B269 north west from Four Elms and after 0.6 km, turn right onto a minor road signposted [?]. The entrance to Chartwell is on the right of this road after 3 km.]
Parking

No charge is being made by the National Trust for the use of the car park for this event. The car park is on hard standing in the main although later arrivers may be directed to an overflow car park which is close by but not hard standing. Please share transport where possible as this will minimise the use of the overflow car park. Please park as directed by the marshals.

Entries

If you have included an envelope for final details, this should contain:

· A printed copy of these final details

· An entry slip for each competitor on your entry form, showing the course, SI card number (or that you are hiring one) and a start time. Please check these carefully. If you think there are any errors, please contact the entries coordinator via westerham@dfok.co.uk (preferred) or by telephone [name, phone number and times] as soon as possible. Do not contact Fabian as all amendments will be made by the entries team.

· A set of control descriptions for all Regional courses

If you are taking these final details from the Internet, then again please check the entries information carefully and notify the entries coordinator as above if there are any errors. 

A SI card can be used once at an event, and running with an incorrect SI card will result in disqualification.

Facilities

We are fortunate to have access to the facilities at Chartwell through the kind permission of the National Trust. This includes the visitor centre (which is empty during the Winter months) and which will be used for enquiries, registration and SI download. 

The Restaurant will be open especially for orienteers. It has a very high reputation and use of this facility by orienteers is encouraged. [Give menu details]. This will be the only hot food available.

Toilet facilities are provided. UltraSport will be attending and First Aid cover will be provided by [TBA]. 

SportIdent Equipment

All Regional Event courses will use SportIdent electronic punching. The control codes will be on the top face of the control kites and will be hung from the SI stake which supports the control unit. A sample control will be displayed at enquiries. The unit should beep to register your visit. If this does not occur, you should use the pin punch which will be on a separate cane adjacent to the SI stave. Pin punch the edge of the map and advise the finish team of the problem. 

Please clear your SI card of the information from its previous usage at one of the clear stations just outside the event centre.

If you register your visit at a control which is not on your course, continue your run. The incorrect control will be ignored and you will not be disqualified.

SI Card hire

Competitors who have hired a SI Card should collect them from enquiries, which will be open from [time]. Lost SI cards will be charged at £25.

Map

The map has been resurveyed and redrawn for this event by Roger Maher at 1:10,000 for all courses. The map will be A3 size for all courses and laser printed on waterproof paper with Regional Event courses overprinted. Control descriptions will be on the front of the map. The map will not be bagged so please take your own if you would like extra protection. 

Terrain

The area is mixed runnable forest on the plateau and slopes of the Greensand Ridge with intricate contour detail in several places.

Regional Event Start
